Programme progress:

QSIP supporting team provided advisory opinions on the actual work of middle-level leaders at
the 30/11/2023 middle-level leadership advisory meeting, assisted in fulfilling their leadership
roles, continued collaboration results, and led relevant teachers to achieve sustainable
development. We implemented the quality school improvement plan in P6: subject group
teaching and learning development.

We held the shadowing meeting and the test paper setting feedback meeting on 27/11/2023 and
29/11/2023 (including preparation meetings with the subject panel, shadowing department
panel’s test paper setting feedback meeting and the feedback meeting) in the form of guidance,
allowing the subject panel to master the skills of leading the subject group to prepare papers
through practice and reflection (shadow the subject panel to conduct a feedback meeting on the
first draft of a test paper designed by the teacher).

The subject panel learnt the skills of preparing papers in reading papers, effectively used the
blueprint for preparing papers, and applied the six-level reading ability skills. Before preparing
papers, the master's ability of students has been preset, and different designs were designed in
proportion. Ability questions listed the ability skills of students on the test paper to achieve an
average assessment of students with different abilities.

We held a test data analysis preparation meeting on 13/3/2024. Data analysis by parts was done
and transformed into images, reflecting the distribution of students' abilities. Ideal and
underperforming questions are used to focus on students' learning difficulties and promote
learning through assessment. The data helped teachers to complete the E (Evaluation) part and
further arouse the next round of PIE cycle.

From the data analysis, we found that students were very weak in vocabulary and reading parts.
Teachers also discussed the reason of the distribution of their marks. We think it is very important
to help students to get stronger awareness of textual clues.

We also found students were very weak in long answers part. Time allocation, students’ ability

of making sentences and the difficulty of the article may lead to the result.
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At the meeting, we used data analysis to understand the topics on which students performed
ideally and poorly, so as to focus on students' learning difficulties and promote learning through
assessment. We used students' assessment data to adjust teaching content and use appropriate
teaching strategies to evaluate practical effectiveness; thereby achieving school development and
planning.

Before the meeting, the subject panel discussed with teachers and asked them to share their
teaching experience and understand the students' difficulties (inference), thereby designing
teaching content for joint lesson preparation. At the meeting, the supporting team and the subject
panel discussed the teaching design of this unit. We first examined students' learning difficulties,
then set expected learning outcomes, set learning priorities, designed teaching procedures, and
finally reviewed the effectiveness.

We made worksheets and discussed the teaching flow at the meeting and teachers made use of
the resources in their observed lessons. Each of the teachers tried to teach the target reading skills
in class and designed related worksheets to enhance their learning. Moreover, students were asked
to wrap up what they have learnt in class with the exit ticket. Students were able to understand
the underlying feelings and meanings of the reading text after the lesson.

Post-lesson discussion gave subject panel a chance to review teachers’ teaching goals, teaching
process and students' learning situation. Then, teachers can adjust their teaching progress in a

timely manner.

Evaluation of the project:
a) What the teachers have done:

® A set of RaC teaching materials with the topic ‘healthy eating’ has designed by the teachers.

® Two lessons conducted by P.4 English teachers were observed by the Language Support Officer.

® Five co-planning meetings and a project evaluation meeting have conducted with the support of the
Language Support Officer.

® A preparation meeting was conducted to prepare for the inter- school sharing of the Government
Primary Schools Learning Community.

Implementation

® Similar topics from English Language and General Studies were identified and ‘Healthy Eating’ has
been selected as the theme of the project. During the project, students were given broad experience
in reading various fiction and non-fiction materials which broaden their reading horizons.

® To connect students’ learning with experiences, a visit to Pizza Express and an ice cream making
activities has been conducted. Students were given opportunity to experience making pizza at a
restaurant. They made their own choice on what ingredients to put. The ice cream activity involved
STEM education. Students experienced making ice cream with salt and ice. They learnt the science
behind the action. These activities enable students a hands-on experience to relate what they have
learnt to the real life and enhanced their learning interest to the topic.

® To enrich students’ knowledge on the topic, students learnt about nutrients from food pyramid, they

have done some case studies to apply what they learned for giving advice and they also evaluated
their own eating habits. Students also learnt about functions of nutrition and food labels. They
analyzed the nutritional values of the snacks they like, then they designed a new packaging and a

food label to improve the nutritional values of their snacks. Students were highly engaged in the
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activity. They were able to apply what they learned to their art work and their short writing to
introduce their snack.

To promote life-planning education, students studied a webpage to learn about different jobs in food
industry and some unusual jobs in the catering business. Students had discussion on what job they
want to do and what qualities they need have to fit the job.

To infuse national education, students learnt about the Chinese New Year food and comment on
their nutritional values which correlate to the theme of the cross-curricular week.

Students learnt the SOW “Count your blessings” to learn to count the food they have as blessing.
They also learnt about the food waste problem and what actions have to be taken to prevent food

wasting so as to contribute to Sustainable Development Goals.

Evaluation

How the students / teachers benefit from the project

For students:

Students were exposed to a variety of reading materials which helped consolidate the content subject
knowledge in English lessons. Students’ vocabulary and knowledge on the topic were enriched.
During the projects, students were given lots of opportunities to apply what they have learnt to the
tasks. They felt confident on applying the knowledge gained on the topic to the speaking and writing
tasks.

Different curriculum initiatives have been infused into the RaC project organically, which helped
broaden their learning experiences and cultivate students’ positive values. Through the RaC project,
students gained a better understanding of healthy eating and its importance through engaging and

varied learning experiences.

For teachers:

Teachers developed skills in integrating content across various subjects, fostering a more
collaborative teaching approach. They were given opportunities to design and implement innovative,
hands-on activities that make learning more engaging and effective.

Enhanced the ability to tailor lessons to cater students’ diverse learning interests

Increased collaboration with teachers from different subjects, enhancing professional development
and teaching practices.

The skills and experiences gained can be applied to future projects, promoting continuous

improvement in teaching practices.

» Enabling students to use self-regulated writing strategies in the three stages of writing, i.e.,

before, while and after

» Enhancing students’ reading and writing competence through the use of 21stcentury skills,

5. Content:
For each school, the 5-hour programme is divided into two sessions conducted on two consecutive

school days.

Session 1 (3 hours)

Part A:

Getting ready to write (2 hours)

Participating students:

» Read and analyse reading texts of a specific theme.

» Learn and practice self-regulated reading and writing strategies/graphic organisers in different
stages of reading/writing: before, while and after.

>  Engage in learning tasks which develop their self-regulation and 21st century skills, enhanced

with e-learning resources/tools.

Part B:

Fun and Games (On Nearpod) (1 hour)

Participating individually, students:

>  Apply the self-regulated reading and writing strategies as well as the 21st century skills learned
in Part A.

» Do mini reading and writing tasks using iPads.
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Session 2 (2 hours)

Part C:

Experiencing the three writing stages (2 hours)

Participating students:

» Create their own writings: posters/brochures/blogs/information texts/articles using self-
regulated writing strategies during the ‘Before’, ‘While’ and ‘After’ writing stages.

»  Publish their final drafts using Book Creator. Do peer and self-evaluation.

Evaluation:
It is hoped that students can experience using 21% century skills in English writing, such as reading
e-text or e-book online, finding more information about the same theme by surfing the NET and

uploading their own writing or e-book (via Book Creator) for publishing and sharing.
